SIZE: Framed no larger than 60 in any direction. No smaller than 9”x12”. Ready to hang.
FEE: $5.00 for 1% piece and $2.00 for each additional piece up to three (3) pieces. All will be
hung if space permits. If an artist enters large paintings, all will be hung if space permits, but at
least one will be hung.

AWARDS and SALES: There will be awards and Ratner takes no commissions. The artist will
receive the full amount of the price listed.

INVITATION CARDS: each artist will be given cards to mail out.

BIOS: each artist needs a bio to go in the notebook at the front desk so visitors can read about the
artist.
